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INTRODUCTION

_ E ~— The Cayman Islands consists of three Islands,

—  namely Grand Cayman, Cayman Brac and

Little Cayman. These Islands were colonized

— - from Jamaica by the British during the 18th and

' 19th centuries and were administered by

Jamaica from 1863 to 1962 when the latter became independent. The

Cayman Islands remained largely uninhabited until the 17th century. A

variety of people settled on the islands, including pirates, refugees from the

Spanish Inquisition, shipwrecked sailors, deserters from Oliver Cromwell's
army in Jamaica, and slaves.

ECONOMY

Although Caymanians enjoy one of the highest standards of living in the
world, about 90% of the islands' food and consumer goods must be
imported.

Education is compulsory to the age of 16 and is free to all Caymanian
children. Schools follow the British educational system. Eleven primary,
one special education, and three high schools are operated by the
government. In addition, there is a law school and a community college.

U.S.-CAYMANIAN RELATIONS

Although the United Kingdom is responsible for the Cayman Islands'
defense and foreign affairs, important bilateral issues are often resolved by
negotiations between the Cayman Government and foreign governments,
including the United States.

For U.S. and other foreign investors and businesses, the Cayman Islands'
main appeal as a financial center is the absence of all major direct taxes,
free capital movement, a minimum of government regulations, and a well-
developed financial infrastructure. The Cayman Islands is the world's fifth-
largest financial center.

1. GENERAL INFORMATION

All delegations will be received at the Owen Roberts International Airport
by representatives of the Local Organizing Committee. They will be
immediately transported to the Accreditation Centre, where the head of
each delegation is expected to immediately settle all financial obligations
of USD125.00 per athlete and accompanying officials, within the official
quota for the Carifta Games. Please note that charges for the
accommodation and meals of additional personnel must be paid at this
time as well.

The delegations will then receive their room allocations and individual
identification cards, which they must wear for the duration of the
championships. These cards will act as an access pass to the Games
Village, transportation, warm-up area, the competition arena and other
facilities.

1.1 AIRPORT
The Airport of entry into Grand Cayman is the Owen Roberts
International Airport, which has GCM as its airport code.

1.2 ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
A valid passport is required as well as a valid return ticket.

Visas are required for Jamaican and Haitian nationals and should
be obtained prior to departure from either country and arrival in
the Cayman Islands.

In Jamaica, visas are issued through the Cayman Islands Visa
Office, Suite 2, Winchester Business Park, 15 Hope Road,
Kingston 10. The Cayman Islands Visa Office charges a non-
refundable visa processing fee, which is set in Cayman Dollars
but must be paid in United States Dollars. The current processing
fee is USD58.54. The visa is valid for three (3) years at a cost of
USD100.00 per visa.

In Haiti, visas are issued through the visa section of the British
Consulate in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic at 27 de
Febrero No. 223, Corominas Pepin Building, Santo Domingo,
Dominican Republic.

The LOC is currently negotiating with the Cayman Islands
Government to have the visa requirement and/or fee for such
waived for members of both the Jamaican and Haitian teams and
remains hopeful that these negotiations will be successful. Teams
from Jamaica and Haiti will be informed of the outcome of the
request by the end of February 2010.

1.3 GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS

Participating member federations must inform the LOC no later
than Monday, March 1, 2010 of any member of Government and
their security personnel who will be travelling to the Cayman
Islands for the purpose of attending the Games. In order to ensure
that the customary privileges are extended to such persons
contact should be made with Chief Inspector Richard Barrow at
richard.barrow@rcips.com or richard.barrow@gov.ky.

1.4 CURRENCY

The currency used in the Cayman Islands is the Cayman Dollar
(KYD) which is fixed at KYD 0.80 = USD1.00 (United States
currency). The US Dollar is accepted in most business centres
and stores.

Most banks will be closed from Friday April 2 to Monday 5, 2010
for the Easter holidays. Cayman National Bank will be opened
from 9:00am to 12:00noon on Saturday, April 3, 2010.

1.7 WATER SYSTEM
The water supply is safe to drink. If desired, however, bottled
water is widely available.

2. OPENING CEREMONY

The Opening Ceremony of the XXXIX CARIFTA Games is
planned for Saturday, April 3, 2010 at 4:00 p.m. Transport will be
provided from the Athletesdé Village
Truman Bodden Sports Complex from 2:00pm. All delegations are



expected to participate and should assemble in the warm-up area
of the Complex by 3:30pm.

3. NATIONAL FLAGS

Each delegation is required to provide its National Flag, which will
be used during the Opening Ceremony and flown at the stadium
for the duration of the competition. Countries are asked to supply
its National flag by Monday, March 1, 2010.

4. RULES AND REGULATIONS

The XXXIX CARIFTA Games will be held in accordance with the
current rules and regulations of the International Association of
Athletic Federations (IAAF).

Technical matters will be resolved according to the IAAF rules and
regulations. The Local Organizing Committee will resolve general
matters unforeseen in these regulations.

5. COMPETITION VENUE AND DATES

The XXXIX CARIFTA Games will be held in the Cayman Islands
from Saturday, April 3 to Monday April 5, 2010.

The competition will take place at the Truman Bodden Sports
Complex in George Town, Grand Cayman, Cayman Islands. The
stadium has a seating capacity of four thousand five hundred
(4,500) persons.

The stadium is a newly renovated facility consisting of an eight
(8) lane MONDO track. Spike length must not exceed 9mm
except for those in the High Jump and Javelin throw where the
spike length must not exceed 12mm (IAAF rule 143.4).

6. WARM UP FACILITIES

The warm up facility will be on a synthetic track laid on the netball
court adjacent to the Stadium. Warm up for the throwing events
will take place at either the Academy Football field grounds five
minutes drive away from the Stadium or at the George Hicks
High School Field adjacent to the Stadium.



As the warm up facility does not allow for training/warm up by
athletes involved in Jumps, arrangements will be made for
participants to have extra time in the jumping area.

8. ACCOMMODATION

Athletes and team officials will be accommodated at one of the
three Games Villages located at the Comfort Suites Hotel,
Sunshine Suites Hotel and Grand Caymanian Hotel. Teams will
be accommodated, four (4) persons to a room. Countries are
requested to indicate immediately their intent to participate. VIPS
will be accommodated at the Westin Casuarina Resort & spa
Hotel. All Hotels are within 15-20 minutes drive away from the
Stadium.

Team accommodation will be provided from 12:00 noon
Thursday, April 1, 2010 to 12:00 noon Tuesday, April 6, 2010.
Teams wishing to arrive or depart outside of the specified team
accommodation period will do so at their own cost.
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Meals will be provided from lunchtime on April 1 to breakfast on

April 6. Mea | s outside this time frame w
expense. Breakfast will be served at each hotel; and lunch and

dinner at the Games Village (Comfort Suites).

In order to eliminate the possibility of injury or death to any
athlete, the LOC will be institu ting a ban on the use of the
swimming pool facilities at these villages during the Games.
Team Managers, Chaperones and Officials are expected to
enforce this ban as a breach of it may result in the expulsion
from the Village(s) of such persons and /ortea  ms.

9. MEDICAL INFORMATION

Off-site medical services will be available at the Cayman Islands
Health Services George Town Hospital, located approximately 10
minutes from the Stadium, and 10-20 minutes from the Games
Villages.

On-site medical and physiotherapy services will be available at
the stadium and an on call medical service at the Games Village.

An ambulance will be on call at the competition arena during the
days of the Games to deal with any emergency that arises.

These medical services are essentially for complementing athlete
preparation during the competition and for cases of emergency.
It is expected that major medical treatment, if found necessary,
will be borne by the individual and/or by the Association he/she
represents.

9.1 For the duration of their stay for the Games there will
be a waiver of the Registration with the Health Practitioners
Board for medical personnel accompanying teams. However
these personnel can only provide care to their team members
or assist other teams as requested and may accompany their
charges to the national hospital. They will not be allowed to
practice in the national hospital in the event that the situation
requires such medical attention
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9.2 Space will be available to physiotherapists of
participating teams to care for their charges at the warm up
facility. However teams are asked to bring along their own
massage tables.

10. DOPING CONTROL

Tests for doping will be conducted throughout the competition in
accordance with the IAAF Procedural Guidelines for Doping
Controls. The Doping Control area will be located in the eastern
side of the stadium.

11. INSURANCE

Participating Member Federations (MFs) of the North America
Central America & Caribbean Area Association (NACAC) should
ensure that they are in good standing with this organization, in
order to access the yearly insurance coverage provided for
members during travel and competitions. Non-members would
have to seek their own travel insurance.

12. ACCREDITATION & AGE VERIFICATION

The Accreditation Centre will be located at the LOC Financial
Office.

Registration forms for pre-accreditation may be completed online
at www.carifta2010.ky, the website established by the LOC for the
XXXIX CARIFTA Games.

Delegations must provide the names and a jpeg photograph
for each delegation member to be used on his /her
identification card. These must be forwarded electronically to

the Local Organizing Committee at the time of the
submission of final entries on March 2 1, 2010. Failure to
provide the required photographs and information in advance
of arrival will result in a prolonged accreditation process

The ages of all competitors will be verified at the Accreditation
Centre. All passports or travel documents of all competitors must
be presented on arrival before completion of the accreditation
process.
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Heads of Delegations must finalize payment of the levy in US$
currency, in order to complete the accreditation process and
receive their room keys.

The loss or theft of an accreditation card must be reported
immediately to the Accreditation Centre. A replacement card will
only be provided after the LOC is satisfied with the explanation
offered by the Head of Delegation of the particular team involved.

As the accreditation process may take some time, the LOC will
make refreshments available for delegations in waiting.

13. ACCOMMODATION LEVY

An accommodation levy of USD125.00 per team member
according to the official team size quota must be paid to the
Accreditation Centre before teams are allowed to be fully
accredited and checked into the Games Village.

The levy shall cover the period 12:00 noon Thursday, April 1 to
12:00 noon Tuesday, April 6, 2010.

Teams in excess of Officials Quota will be charged USD225.00
per person double occupancy per night PROVIDED rooms are
available at the Villages.

Delegations must notify the Local Organizing Committee (LOC), at
least 48 hours in advance, of their arrival date, time and flight
number, so that they may be received at the airport.

The Accommodation Levy  will be waived and  not app ied to the Haitian

Protests concerning the result or conduct of an event shall be made
within 30 minutes of the official announcement of the results of that
event (IAAF Rule 146). The athlete or an authorized representative
shall make any protest verbally in the first instance to the Referee on
his/her behalf. The Referee may take a decision over the protest or
may submit it to the Jury of Appeal.

Any protest presented before the Jury of Appeal shall be in writing on
the official forms provided by the Organizing Committee, signed by a
responsible official on behalf of the athlete and accompanied by a
deposit of US $100.00, refundable if appeal upheld (IAAF Rule 146/5)
A copy of the protest shall be given to the official presenting the
protest. The copy will detail the time and date of the protest and the
payment of the above-mentioned rate.

The Jury of Appeal will give a written resolution to the protest as soon
as possible. This resolution will be published in the TIC.

25 AWARDS CEREMONIES

Awards ceremonies will take place as scheduled in the List of Events.
Medallists will be held in a designated area. All athletes must be fully
dressed in the official uniform of their respective National Federation
(NF) for the ceremony. In accordance with IAAF Rules and
Regulations, awards will be distributed in the following manner:
